1: Weedkiller - can be
dramatically effective in the
short term, but may also
damage other things growing
nearby, and be pretty deadly for
the ground too.

2: Hoeing - persistent
hoeing may keep most weeds
at bay, but won't deal with

the 'root causes'’, so when you
have a bit of a break, back they
come.

3: Uprooting - this will get
rid of many weeds, but will
need constant vigilance as new
weeds are always on their way.
Still won't always deal with
deep rooted weeds.

4: Careful consideration

— if you understand what the
weed really is, and why it is
growing where it is, then you

can recognise how
to deal with it.
Some weeds grow because the
ground lacks nutrients.

Some weeds grow because the
ground has been left bare.
Some weeds grow because they
have a deep root.

Avoid spiritual weeds by:
Ensuring the 'soil' is properly
cared for and nurtured.
Ensuring that there is plenty
growing in your soil, there
aren't empty patches.
Recognising the deep rooted
weeds and digging deep to

get them out, get help where
needed and be vigilant in case
they return.

Once you know what is causing
the weed to grow, it can be got
rid of.
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The Apostle Paul writes to Timothy (1Tim 1:6-7)

6..... | remind you to fan into flame the gift of God, which
is in you through the laying on of my hands. 7For God
did not give us a spirit of timidity, (or fear), but a spirit of
power, of love and of self-discipline.

So often we settle for less than God's best for our lives because

we find it difficult to filter our life through anything but our own
mistakes and shortcomings. The challenge is to learn to filter our
lives through the plans of God instead of our own past (fears

and failures). Instead of concentrating on the past and being
dominated by it, ask yourself this question, "Just what would | do if
| was not afraid?”

If your answer is anything different from what you are currently
doing now, then congratulations, you have just figured out
something that the devil fears..... Your potential in Christ and a life
of faith.

Fear causes discomfort, pain, and for many it paralyses them into

a life of compromise because they fear the unknown consequences
of a courageous life. Everyone wants the fruits of courage but few
people want to embrace the changes that we so often have to
make to get there.

Joshua had a great spiritual father, but he could not borrow or
duplicate the courage that he witnessed in Moses' life. Joshua had
to find his own courage. In the beginning of Joshua's exploits God
encouraged him four times (Joshua 1:6,7,9 & 18) to Be strong and
very courageous. Later in chapters 10 and 23 we find Joshua telling
the people to be courageous. Joshua found his courage to take up
the responsibility of a faith filled life and his desire was that the
people find theirs as well.

Joshua knew that only a life of courage could lead to the fruits of
God's fulfilled plan.

Don't let fear extinguish you or Gods plans for your life!
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"He was led as a lamb to
the slaughter, and as a
sheep before its shearers is
silent, so He opened not His
mouth.” Isaiah 58 v 7

Isaiah had a two-fold vision of the
Lord. Writing earlier in the book of Isaiah he reveals-
“In the year that King Uziah died, | saw the Lord
sitting upon a throne, high and lifted up, the train of
His glory filling the temple. His courtiers, unable to
behold the splendour of His ever-blazing throne, veil
their eyes. The door posts move at the cry, Holy, Holy
Holy"

Such is our God. A consuming fire. Dwelling in light
unapproachable. One glimpse of His glory compels
men to cry “Holy, Holy, Holy" “Woe is me for | am
undone”

Yet in Isaiah 53, the prophet presents us with an
entirely different vision of our Lord. He is seen as a
humiliated God, the Creator being led to the shearing
post by his fallen creation. The Infinite becoming
subservient to the finite. The One in Whose hand
all power and authority is held is helpless, led as a
powerless lamb to the slaughter, held in the shearers
grip as He is shorn.

Isaiah saw our shorn God. The Lord of Glory led from
pillar to post by sinful and cruel men. He faced the
shearers without complaint. When He was reviled, he
did not answer back When He suffered, He did not
threaten. As He was being nailed to the cross, His
only cry was “Father forgive them, for they know not
what they do.”
