On Friday evenings BBC2 has been airing a short
series called, 'Can't Take It With You. It has
focused on couples who have found it difficult
to agree on what should be written into their
will. There were a range of issues being looked
at. Some had to decide who should look after
young children should the need arise. Others
were trying to decide how a family business
should be handed on to the next generation and
others were trying to determine how to provide
fairly for all members of their family when one
had particular needs due to physical or mental
disabilities.

If we want a good example of how to leave a great
legacy we would do well to consider King David's
preparations in the old Testament.

1 Chronicles 22:5 David said, “My son Solomon is
young and inexperienced, and the house to be built
for the LORD should be of great magnificence and
fame and splendour in the sight of all the nations.
Therefore | will make preparations for it.” So David
made extensive preparations before his death.

And yet he did not restrict the next generation.

| have taken
great pains
to provide for the temple of the LORD a hundred
thousand talents of gold, a million talents of
silver, quantities of bronze and iron too great to be
weighed, and wood and stone. And you may add to
them.

David clearly understood that seeing the temple
built was about bringing glory and honour to

God it didn't matter that people would inevitably
refer to it as Solomon's temple, even though
David: Gathered the materials for the temple,
prepared some of those materials, won peace with
surrounding nations so that the temple could be
built. He purchased the site to build the temple,
established the plans for the temple, and organised
the administration and servants of the temple.
Charles Haddon Spurgeon the renowned 19th
century preacher commented on David's life....

“Did David live in vain? Can it be truly said that he
failed in the grandest project of his life? Assuredly
not; he did all that he was permitted to do, and by
making those elaborate preparations, he was really
the means of the building of the temple."

The significance of legacy we leave will be
determined by the decisions we make and the
actions we take today.

We had a major incident at work, sadly a fatality and serious injury. |

wrote to the man in charge of the site who had to deal with the press.
Afterwards we had a long talk. Later, around the time of the funeral, |
wrote to all the leadership team at work to encourage them, over the next
few days every one of them came and thanked me. Six months later they
were looking at communication within the firm and used my letters as a
sort of bench mark, so there was both immediate and long term influence.
During this period, the company encouraged prayer, so | was able to say,
‘| am praying for you and the company' and have conversations along
those lines.

The issue for me is obedience to the Lord. It's hard to measure the impact
but | believe it's extensive.

Relatives of two colleagues were given really negative medical diagnoses.
| promised to pray. One relative had been told they had cancer but was
relieved to be told later it wasn't. The other, a young girl, was given

a 20% rate of survival: she is now much better, and her condition is
under control. Her uncle said, 'l was so desperate | cried out to God:
Interesting!

In terms of the church leadership and my role, that's a hard question. I've
been doing the events stuff and | want to develop it to help build deeper

relationships both within the church and with non-church people and to

be more evangelistic. My heart is to see people saved and lives changed,

and to see us impacting the area.

To use my gifts in whatever way, to play my part towards that vision.
