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One Sunday service is all it took: "What first struck
me was the hospitality; the people approached me
and quickly connected with me." Natalie arrived a
week later also looking for a church. Once again,
God was at work because she'd met a mutual
friend that she and Joel shared back at home who'd
told her that he was also a believer. "We didn't
even know each other going into this experience
but finding out about city church through Joel

was a definite answer to prayer." Natalie was also
greatly impressed by the hospitality and was really
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2 Kings 4:1-7 The wife of a man from the company
of the prophets cried out to Elisha, Your servant my
husband is dead, and you know that he revered the
LORD. But now his creditor is coming to take my
two boys as his slaves. Elisha replied to her, How
can | help you? Tell me, what do you have in your
house? Your servant has nothing there at all, she
said, except a little oil. Elisha said, Go round and
ask all your neighbours for empty jars. Don't ask

for just a few. Then go inside and shut the door
behind you and your sons. Pour oil into all the jars,
and as each is filled, put it to one side. She left

him and afterwards shut the door behind her and
her sons. They brought the jars to her and she kept
pouring. When all the jars were full, she said to her
son, Bring me another one. But he replied, There is
not a jar left. Then the oil stopped flowing. She went
and told the man of God, and he said, Go, sell the oil
and pay your debts. You and your sons can live on
what is left.

The following are excerpts from a prophetic
word shared with me for City Church in May of
this year:

This passage (2Kings 4) is a picture of how God
wants to use us as a church.... As we pour out the
oil that God gives us, into other vessels we will
see them filled.....He's been giving us an insight
into the way He wants to use us in the future, to
resource others - selfless giving - just taking what
we have and pouring it into whatever vessels He
gives us.....As we pour out, God will pour into us.
As we bless other churches we will be blessed, as
we give we will receive, as God fills things through
us, He will give us other things to fill.......God is
setting us up to have many vessels to fill - some of
