Let The Living Water Flow

Continuing our theme of ‘Raising a Cathedral of Living Stones’

We have just acknowledged Remembrance Sunday and as a nation
we remember those who have given their lives so that we may
continue to enjoy freedom. And as a nation we live in that freedom
and life every day. As Christians we can live in abundant life every
day because Jesus gave His life as a sacrifice for our sins. Jesus
said | have come that you might have life, and have it to the full

Jesus was teaching at the temple and declared. John 7:37-39 "If
anyone is thirsty, let him come to me and drink. Whoever believes
in me, as the Scripture has said, streams of living water will flow
from within him." By this he meant the Spirit, whom those who
believed in him were later to receive.

Notice where Jesus was when He said this, at the temple. Ezekiel
in one of his visions (ch 47) saw water flowing from the temple,
and he recognised; v9 Where the river flows everything will live.
The river also brought supernatural abundance ~ every month trees
were bearing fruit!

The River of God brings not just life but supernatural life and it
flows from the temple continually.

Today, we are the temple of the Holy Spirit ~ Ephesians 2:19-22
you are no longer foreigners and aliens, but fellow citizens with
God's people and members of God's household, built on the
foundation of the apostles and prophets, with Christ Jesus himself
as the chief cornerstone. In him the whole building is joined together
and rises to become a holy temple in the Lord. And in him you too
are being built together to become a dwelling in which God lives by
his Spirit.

The church of Jesus Christ should know the supernatural abundance
that the flow of the Holy Spirit brings. The same Spirit that raised
Christ Jesus from the dead (to life), now lives in you. And if we are
to see our area transformed, it needs the life of God, the River of
Living Water, His Spirit, to flow from us, His church.

Because rivers bring life.....

Gen 2:10 Ariver watering the garden flowed from Eden. It
not only watered the garden but flowed from the garden......

Psalm 1 talks about the blessed man .... v3 He is like a tree
planted by streams of water, which yields its fruit in season

and whose leaf does not wither. Whatever he does prospers.
So soak in the river, then go and do, and prosper.

Psalm 46:4-5 There is a river whose streams make glad the

city of God, the holy place where the Most High dwells. God is
within her, she will not fall; God will help her at break of day.
| trust you want to live with the help of God. Break of day
speaks of the time to go and work

Referring to the Children of Israel having left Egypt and finding
themselves in the desert ~ Psalm 105:41 says; He opened
the rock, and water gushed out; like a river it flowed in the
desert. As Christians the water of the Spirit is vital for our
survival. And if you want to see what water can do in a dry
and arid wilderness just take a moment to read Isaiah 35:1-
6. The River of Living Water is vital if we are to see the
transformation of NE Lincolnshire.

Don’t use broken cisterns

The danger is we can fall into the trap of trying to create something
when it's not the work of the Holy Spirit. Jeremiah 2:13 "My
people have committed two sins: They have forsaken me, the spring
of living water, and have dug their own cisterns, broken cisterns
that cannot hold water. We can all do stuff. We can have the best
programmes, and the best people working in those programmes
and activities of the church but if the life of the Spirit is not flowing
in and through us, we are in danger of forsaking God himself.

Don’t worship beyond the river
Joshua when addressing the Children of Israel (Joshua 24:14)
"Now fear the LORD and serve him with all faithfulness. Throw
away the gods your forefathers worshiped beyond the River
and in Egypt, and serve the LORD. | want to echo Joshua's next
words:

Choose today ....... As for me & my house, we are saying ‘Let God’s
Living Water flow through us’
