titles illustrates a different facet of the character
of Jesus. At this time of year we are reminded of

a very significant name given to Him; "Immanuel”.
This name, which Matthew reminds us, was first
given to Jesus by the prophet Isaiah 700 years
before His birth (Isaiah 7:14). And as Matthew
records, Immanuel means, “God with us."” Jesus
Christ is Immanuel. Max Lucado, in his book, ‘God
came near', describes the scene: "Divinity entering
the world on the floor of a stable, through the
womb of a teenager, and in the presence of a mere
carpenter.” Jesus was, and is, truly Immanuel—God
with us. John reminds us that Jesus pitched his
tent among us; he made his dwelling among us and
Isaiah prophesied (Isaiah 9). 2 The people walking
in darkness have seen a great light; on those living
in the land of the shadow of death a light has
dawned....... 6 For to us a child is born, to us a son is
given, and the government will be on his shoulders.
And he will be called Wonderful Counsellor, Mighty
God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace. 7 Of the
increase of his government and peace there will be
no end. In Jesus, God moved into our world, with
all its pain, sorrow, shame, and sin. The one who
created the universe, who moulded and shaped
each of us in his own image, became one of us.

Take time this Christmas to share the good news
and offer your own thanks to God for the gift of
His Son.
