What are we doing in Macau? Well, Bethanie is studying at the
Anglican Primary School here, which uses English and Mandarin
as the media of instruction. She will graduate to Secondary School
next September. In her spare time she likes to play with her friends,
most of whom are Eurasian like her. She is creative and likes to
design things on the computer. She likes to swim, read Enid Blyton
books and play flute. Right now she loves anything to do with
High School Musical 1 or 2.

Tim is the Ministry Director for Macau Christian Prison Ministries
and loves to visit and encourage prisoners, ex-prisoners and their
families. He doesn't like the office work that goes with it so please,
please pray for an assistant. Ground Level has given us a very
generous financial gift for this but, unfortunately, so far, we haven't
appointed anyone. Right now Tim has Hepatitis C and is not able
to fulfill his commitments as Director. The treatment is injections
of peg-interferon every Tuesday and tablets of ribavirin twice a
day. There are so many side-effects of these drugs and Tim is on
sick leave. However he is trying to make three visits to the prison
each week on Monday morning [with Linda] to visit the women's
prison [about 15 women] and Monday afternoon to teach music
in the men's prison [40 men] and finally Saturday morning to take
the Christian meetings in the men's prison. There are 80 men in
8 groups each month. In his spare time Tim likes to read the
newspaper, watch the Manchester United TV channel from Thailand
and cook. He likes to go to our apartment in China to cycle in the
countryside but right now he doesn't have any strength for this.
We would really appreciate your prayers for healing for Tim

Linda is a housewife and mother so you all know what that entails.
She is also Tim's secretary, in that she does all his English
correspondence Now that Tim is sick, Linda has to do the shopping
and cooking every day which she hasn't been used to since she
left the UK!!! [I can see that some of you are jealous!!!]

Linda is in charge of the teaching of the women in the Ladies'
prison every Monday while Tim plays guitar. She also oversees the
follow up of all the female ex-inmates who have attended the
meetings. Linda is also the assistant leader of a weekly Bible Study
for ex- patriot women in Macau.

In her spare time she likes to swim, go shopping [she's a female!l],
read magazines & Christian books and last week thoroughly enjoyed
herself giving Bethanie a tennis lesson for the first time.

The good news is that God has reconciled us to Himself. 2Cor 5:17-
19 ifanyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the
new has come! All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself
through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation: that God
was reconciling the world to himself in Christ, not counting men's
sins against them. And he has committed to us the message of
reconciliation.

The dictionary defines ‘reconciled’ in two ways:

to bring two or more people back into a friendly relationship with
each other after a dispute or estrangement........

to make two or more apparently conflicting things consistent or
compatible.

If we are not reconciled with God, and with one another, how can
we effectively carry out the ministry of reconciliation? Sadly in the
21st Century, relationships in the Body of Christ do go wrong. This
is not a new phenomena, it was happening in Jesus' day. He taught
on the subject in Matt 18:15 -17  [f your brother sins against you,
go and show him his fault, just between the two of you. If he listens
to you, you have won your brother over. But if he will not listen, take
one or two others along, so that 'every matter may be established by
the testimony of two or three witnesses." If he refuses to listen to
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them, tell it to the church; and if he refuses to listen
even to the church, treat him as you would a pagan
or a tax collector. Basically Jesus says ‘make every
effort to get things right....

How do you know things are not right relationally?
We begin to feel resentful towards someone. Maybe
they have let us down or broken our trust.

We sense that they owe us an apology.

Just hearing the person's name causes a reaction
within us, and it's not a good feeling!

We find it difficult to speak well of the person.
The temptation to speak to others about them is
very strong.

We tend to ignore the person and avoid eye contact.
We find it difficult to ask God to bless them.

Do you know that a breakdown in relationship with
your brother or sister will actually begin to affect
your relationship with God? Jesus said, Matt 5:23-
24 ifyou are offering your gift at the altar and there
remember that your brother has something against
you, leave your gift there in front of the altar. First
go and be reconciled to your brother; then come and
offer your gift. When that awareness drops into your
mind, we are not told to rebuke the devil or try to

forget about it. We should leave our worship and
go and put things right.

How are we to go about repairing relationships?
GO!

Matt 8:15 Jesus begins by putting the ball in our

court 'You go’. It's here that we usually find any

number of excuses for not going.

I'll wait for them to come to me.

It's wrong to judge other people.

| could be mistaken.

| could offend the person.

| am inexperienced at this.

I'll tell someone else, they can go.

| am hurt, but it doesn't matter.

It's their problem, not mine.

I'm scared about going.

But Jesus said 'YOU GO/
