Netting NE
Lincs
Matt 13:47-48 the kingdom of heaven is

like a net that was let down into the lake and caught all kinds of fish. When
it was full, the fishermen pulled it up on the shore. Then they sat down
and collected the good fish in baskets, but threw the bad away. This is
how it will be at the end of the age. The angels will come and separate
the wicked from the righteous and throw them into the fiery furnace, where
there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth. Apparently there are twenty-
four species of fish in the Lake of Galilee, many are inedible, but a net
would not discriminate in its catch. And when we look around the church
it would be fair to say there are all kinds of different folk. It is worth
remembering Jesus paid much too higher price, for us to pick and choose
who should come. So what we want to do, is create some great big nets,
to reach out to all different types of fish with acts of loving kindness. The
Census of 2001 informed us that the population of NE Lincs was 157,959,
so there are plenty of fish in the sea!
If you have the opportunity, re-read ~ John 21:1-12 & Luke 5:1-11. I find
it interesting that, Jesus’ relationship with the disciples begins & ends
with a miraculous catch of fish.   So what are the lessons for us today. For
this short article I will focus on the John 21 passage.
Lesson 1. OBEY JESUS
It must have been difficult for fishermen to listen to a carpenter. After all,
this was their profession & not his. They knew about fishing on the Sea
of Galilee. Besides, what Jesus was suggesting did not make any sense.
What difference could it make to put the net on the other side of the boat?
Sometimes God puts us in situations where it seems like there is no answer.
We have tried everything. We thought we knew what needed to be done.
Perhaps God is asking us to do something that may even seem foolish.
We’ve been working all night & you think one more cast is going to change
anything? Besides, this raises other questions:  Couldn’t Jesus have made
the fish swim into the net while it was on the left side of the boat?  Why
go to the bother of having them take the nets out & put them in on the
other side? • For that matter, couldn’t Jesus have made the fish jump into
the boat? That would have been pretty spectacular!
But none of that would have involved the aspect of obedience. Jesus didn’t
do it all for them. He tested their obedience so that they could learn that
blessing follows obedience.  In your relationship with God, blessing follows
obedience, even when, what he is asking you to do seems ridiculous.  We
are not smarter than God and we can’t rebel against God & expect success.
Jesus wants us to continue to have a teachable spirit. This is one of the
most important characteristics that you can have in life.
Lesson 2. COMING TO THE END OF OURSELVES.
The disciples had been fishing all night; they had done all they could do.
They knew the best places to fish on the lake; they knew how to use their
gear. They were experts at their trade, but they were at the end of what
they could do.  When we are ready to give up, is often when God shows
up.  Peter was certainly at the end of his resources. He had boasted that
if everyone else left Jesus, he would still be faithful, but he wasn’t.  At the
1st miraculous catch of fish, Luke 5:8 says, “When Simon Peter saw this,
he fell at Jesus’ knees & said, ‘Go away from me, Lord; I am a sinful man!’”
At this 2nd miraculous catch Peter would have liked to have said the same
thing, but he was too ashamed to say anything.  As he smelled the charcoal
fire on the shore this day, he must have been taken back again to that
shame filled moment in the courtyard when he had denied even knowing
Jesus.  When we come to the end of us—we come to the beginning
of God.  When we come to the end of what we can do - we see what God
can & will do. When the disciples came to the end of their resources, that

is when they had a miraculous catch—153 to be exact & all large fish.
And when they arrived on shore, Jesus already had breakfast for them. I
sometimes wonder where Jesus got his fish. They were already on the fire.
And there was bread as well. Did Jesus go to the market?..... He had a
treasurer for his band of followers up until recently, and now had a
resurrected body, would he carry money? Or did he miraculously create the
bread & fish as he did when he fed the multitudes? Jesus was a master
of making something out of nothing & he has not changed. He is still the
same today. When everything you have tried in life turns out to be
nothing, he can make something out of it.
Lesson 3. PUT THE NET IN WHERE THE FISH ARE. The answer is often
closer than you think. The fish were not on the other side of the lake, they
were just on the other side of the boat. The answer is often as close as your
willingness to obey & do what God is asking.  There is an interesting story
in 2Kings 5 about a Syrian General named Naaman. ... His slave girl said
to his wife in v 3: “If only my master would see the prophet who is in
Samaria! He would cure him of his leprosy.” So Naaman went to Elisha
the prophet who did not even come out of his house, but had his servant
go out & tell him to dip himself in 7 times in the Jordan River. Naaman
was furious. He felt insulted that he had to bathe in a river of Israel. And,
besides, he wanted something miraculous, something stupendous, to
happen. He said, “I thought that he would surely come out to me & stand
& call on the name of the Lord his God, wave his hand over the spot &
cure me of my leprosy” So he refused to obey & submit to what the prophet
told him & stormed off in a rage. But one of his servants tried to reason
with him. He said, “If the prophet had told you to do some great thing,
would you not have done it? How much more, then, when he tells you,
‘Wash & be cleansed’!” Then the Bible says, “So he went down & dipped
himself in the Jordan seven times, as the man of God had told him & his
flesh was restored & became clean like that of a young boy” (2 Kings 5:14).
The answer was closer than he realized. It was humbling, but it was the
thing he needed to do. It did not make sense at the time. He thought he
had better water where he lived in Syria, but the answer was closer than
that.
Lesson 4 ~ WORKING IN ISOLATION WAS NEVER ON GOD’S AGENDA
The miraculous catch of fish in Luke 5 led to taking in of so many fish
that the nets were bursting and the ships sinking. In contrast, the
miraculous catch of John 21 leads to a determinate number of fish
without the nets breaking. While Luke wanted to emphasize the great
number of the catch, John wanted to stress both the number and the
integrity of the net. "though there were so many, the net was not torn" (v.
11). The Greek word for "torn" is skizo, which can literally be rendered into
English as "schism." The net had no "schism" when the disciples brought
in their great catch of fish.  The dictionary defines schism as: A  separation
or division into factions. A formal breach of union within a Christian church.
Disunion; discord. The two accounts of miraculous catch of fish encourage
us in the mission of Christ to work in unity--
It took unity to get the catch in.  Andy Hawthorne on Hope 08 dvd that we
showed recently said.  I’m convinced that God has poured more than
enough resources into his church to reach this nation many times over….
The problem is we have been splitting off into all these different streams
and denominations, churches and movements… If we could just come
together and make the MAIN THING the MAIN THING.   This echoes Jesus'
high priestly prayer: "My prayer is not for them alone. I pray also for those
who will believe in me through their message, that all of them may be
one.." (Jn 17).
It would seem that the overriding theme of Jesus' ministry that he imparted
to His disciples, both at its beginning and end, was that of catching fish.
2,000 years later the theme to His disciples is still the same.
Obey what Jesus said….. Even if you’ve come to the end of your resources….
Put the net in where the fish are….. And use a net with no schism…..
