Adventure ~ An undertaking or enterprise of a hazardous nature.
Many of us like Security & predictability, we take out insurance, we check
the weather forecast. When the Children of Israel first went into the wilderness
having left Egypt, they mumbled and grumbled a lot but after a while they
got used to the wilderness…..  After all, the ark of the covenant was with
them. God was guiding them  Exd 40 Cloud by day,   pillar of fire by night.
 They were used to supernatural provision. Exd 16   Quail & Manna   Exd 17
 Water from a rock… shoes that didn’t wear out. They had even experienced
victory in battle Exd 17 Joshua fighting Amalakites with Moses, Aaron & Hur
 up the hill. You and I can settle for what we know, which has been good,
but there is an adventure in God that I don’t want to miss.
Adventure ~ An undertaking of a questionable nature
Becoming a disciple is the intentional decision, which we make, to follow
Christ. Therefore we have to be willing to move when God says move. It
means living by design not by default…. our default is …comfortable.
The Psalmist had a revelation 139:14  I am fearfully and wonderfully made
Start believing God’s report.  I know the plans I have for you, …… plans
to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future.
(Jer29:11). To step into those plans will take Boldness & Courage.
Opposing courage is discouragement, and discouragement saps our energy,
robs us of joy and undermines our confidence. We question: Is it worth it,
it’s never going to happen?   Joshua had been involved in leadership for a
long time.  The Children of Israel had been wandering around for 40 yrs. But
Joshua when he had been spying in the land all those years before had
caught a vision. We can begin to feel that we don’t have the necessary
resources to do the job.   Joshua had no boats to get men, women & children
across the swollen river Jordan.  Paul, the apostle, declared this truth to the
philosophical group of thinkers living around Mars Hill,  "in Him we
live...move...and have our being." Acts 17:28a (KJV).  Start believing God's
opinion for your life and your potential. Stop living by someone else's opinions
and experiences.
3.  Adventure ~ An unusual or exciting experience
We easily get paralysed by routine. yes, Christ came to comfort the afflicted
….. but he also came to afflict the comfortable.  To step into an unusual
and exiting experience will require an unusual level of faith (ie. a level we
are not yet used to). Up until now the Children of Israel had been following
a cloud and a pillar of fire, but things were about to change. Josh 3:2-4  the
officers went throughout the camp, giving orders to the people: "When you
see the ark of the covenant of the LORD your God, and the priests, who are
Levites, carrying it, you are to move out from your positions and follow it.
Then you will know which way to go, since you have never been this way
before.  Now they were to follow in a new way.  It’s easy to get used to the
way things have been…… we tend to loose our sense of adventure because
we want to play it safe.  At some point the Potential in our life has to become
potent …. We were designed for significance. You were created to make a
difference. Your life was uniquely designed to fill a place that only you could
fill.

They didn’t have
all the answers as to how they were going to deal with
some of these things. Heb 11 says ~ Abraham left not
knowing where he was going but looking for a city that
God built.

They shoot at where they believe the moon is going to
be, so that at the right time they will intercept with their
destination. That’s the same when, as believers, we live
by faith.   Not knowing all the answers. Some of you feel
like you are just flying through space and life is not
making any sense.
