Where to begin…

Well, it was AMAZING. It really was a great day of action packed
madness (in a very controlled way!). We had the challenge of building
a raft from some planks of wood, rope and 4 barrels, locating a
casualty, and then applying correct first aid care, carrying them on
a rope stretcher and making the treacherous journey on the raft. I
say treacherous, it was more like a scrapheap challenge final race,
full of excitement and good Christian competitiveness.

We started the day at the New Life Centre, for a quick discussion
about the day ahead and what we could expect to see happen. It
wasn’t long after we had arrived that we made our way to the docks,
(behind the Heritage Centre). There we split into two teams of six
and were given our brief. At this point we had to choose amongst
ourselves who would do what, with regard to the task, so two people
went to a raft building course, two went to learn first aid, and the
final two went to learn the procedure of making a rope stretcher,
one of the most important parts of the task (can you guess which
I was involved in? That’s right the latter, the all important raft
building).

Once our sessions had finished it was time to get the challenge
underway. So with both teams poised and ready, we began. The
point was to focus on team building, but just to make it more fun,
we made the challenge into a race, and so we were off.

Our team’s great raft builders did a fantastic job of teaching the

rest of the team the techniques needed as we went along, and before
long we had one great looking and very sturdy ship. Then for the
search and rescue, as the teams scrambled to search for the casualties,
we employed some tactics of splitting the team to cover more ground
but remaining in sight of each other, and so soon enough we had
our casualty located and the first aid team was ready and able to
take the appropriate care over the casualty. This was it, my all
important job of rope stretcher building, the pressure was on, the
other team had already located their casualty and were about to
head off to the ships. I was lucky enough to have the one and only
Matt Bell as my partner for this task and so we had that stretcher
built in no time at all, and we were off.

Even though the other team was ahead and already getting towards
the halfway point of the boat race, we had the better boat and after
looking out to see the other team nearly sinking on one side, we
made the great decision to seat the members of the team in a way
that would appropriately balance the ship out. As we rowed out into
the murky dock water we pushed hard and soon caught up to within
a few lengths of the other team and even though we finished second,
our team was dry and our casualty was comfortable, which is really
what it’s all about!!

On the whole the day was great fun and I personally learnt a lot,
not just about the aspects of rope stretcher building, but about how
a team of people can come together and get behind each other and
encourage each other to keep pushing on even when tiredness begins
to set in and essentially in the end, save someone else’s life.

Unbelievable, the true cost
is that everything now is priced in US dollars causing the actual cost
 of everyday goods to be 4 times the price they were in March. Aids
is rampant and the upheaval is causing the country to go into
meltdown. We have imported food a few weeks ago and the Lord
has been very gracious to us in every way. We have fuel and our
generator is working overtime during the 3 days of power cuts every
week! Please continue to pray for us and this wonderful nation, the
need is great and only God can change the situation, we need a
“suddenly” of God!
 

GOD HAS OPENED A GREAT DOOR OF OPPORTUNITY
FOR US
 
We started back into a full programme of schools, orphanages and
outreaches last week. We had been holding off for safety reasons
but felt we should launch out in faith, against many of our friends
 advice, but God was with us and we reached 10,000 children without 
any problems  from police or authorities, praise the Lord! We paid
school fees for hundreds  of children, and had the joy of writing a
cheque for 187 BILLION dollars: ha ha, how many of you guys have
ever written one for that amount?! We count it a joy  to help these
children, thank you to everyone who gave us finances whilst in
Ireland/UK  on deputation.
 
NOW FOR SOME VERY IMPORTANT NEWS REGARDING
OUR ORPHAN PROJECT
 
As many of you are aware we believe God spoke to us at the end of
2007 about rescuing  abandoned babies from sewers and  we shared

this vision with many people. When we arrived back home to
Zimbabwe we were given land on which to build a village we have
decided to call “Jabulani” meaning “ rejoice” or “be happy”. We have 
set in place trustees and appointed an advisory board consisting of
a lawyer, a medical doctor, a consultant to help us with Government
regulations and a Pastor, we cannot be on the board as it must
consist of Zimbabweans only and anyway we are the wrong colour!!
 As we have embarked on this journey we have found bureaucracy
to be alive and well here in Zimbabwe. Meeting after meeting with
Govt departments, the obvious desire for bribes from everyone we
meet and the suspicions of why we would want to rescue babies of
HIV/Aids victims ( seen as a curse here in Zimbabwe ) has caused us
to seek God and see if this is really of Him! We believe it is! And a
door has opened here in Harare for the purchase of a house which
has everything we need to open Jabulani. The house was once used
as retreat for a religious order and it has the following features:
 
12 Bedrooms
7  Bathrooms
2 Offices
1 Lounge
Dining Room
Kitchen and Laundry Room
Swimming Pool
 
All rooms have built in wardrobes, the property is on 1 and 1/3  acres
with staff quarters and room to build a playschool. The guy who
owns the property is sympathetic to what we propose to use the
property for and is willing to  negotiate prices. At present he wants
$450000 ( four hundred and fifty thousand US dollars ) for the
property. This is a lot of money but not beyond our God! We have
2 months to raise this amount and we would appeal to you to pray
and see if God would have you play a part in helping us purchase
this property for the glory of God and the rescuing and saving of
many childrens lives.

We both work for World Horizons and are
based in Llanelli, South Wales.  Mim runs
a gap year programme for people wanting
to work in a mission context for a year and
I run a training company which is part of
a ‘Missions through Business’ initiative.

I’ve just come back from two weeks on the north
coast of Egypt where we’ve been working with the
main mobile phone network operator.  It was an
exciting and demanding time. We trained 124 staff
in planning, communication and leadership using
speed boats, rope bridges and various problem
solving games.  All of the Egyptians we trained could
speak English and we built some great friendships.
Three people asked if we’d contact them if we need
freelance instructors in the future.   Beneath Egypt’s
proud history and spectacular beauty lie immense
poverty, massive religious tension and huge future
problems with water.  The phone company have
asked us for another three courses.  We are planning
to establish an office in Cairo as a platform for
employment, influence and blessing.

The gap year programme that Mim directs continues
to go well.  Currently students are in Japan, Central

Asia, Cambodia and the UK.  Debbie is teaching lots
of excited toddlers simple Christian truths in ‘Happy
Clubs’ in Japan.  Alex and Sarah are living with a
family in a poor Central Asian country and have
integrated brilliantly.  Another Sarah is teaching
English to some of Cambodia’s many orphans.  In
the UK students are involved in film making, youth
camps and Mim’s even managed to get one to help
her with the admin mountain…  After feeding four
children and communicating with a distant husband
Mim’s been interviewing students for next year,
planning the training and preparing for the open
day on July 12th.

In early April we were back in Grimsby for the
weekend. 12 brave souls built rafts and made
stretchers to rescue two small Ashley children who
had become unwell around Grimsby dock…  The
time was a real blessing to us, chance to spend time
with some great friends and catch up a little on
what is going on in Grimsby.  Looking forward to
next time…
