Where were you born and what do you do?

I was born in Cleethorpes in 1964.  My first school was Macaulay
Primary School; I then went on to Hereford Comprehensive School.
My first job was a four year apprenticeship with, what was formally
known as, Courtaulds Fibres.  I have also worked in many industries
down the Humber Bank, gone to Bible School, been involved in full-
time Christian work and been self-employed.  I am currently working
at the Grimsby Institute where I work in the Quality Office for two
and a half days a week and lecture for the other two and a half
days.

How did you become a Christian?

The realisation that God loved me and wanted to be intimately
involved in my life was a real journey of discovery.  I first heard the
good news about Jesus in 1986 whilst back-packing on a Greek
island call Samos when two nursing students began to share about
how they came to know Jesus as their personal Saviour.  Although
I did not respond to Jesus at that time I do believe that I had been
spiritually awakened to look for answers to some of my unanswered
questions.  However, to cut a long story short, it was the goodness
of God that brought me to a place of repentance and I responded
to Christ’s call in the summer of 1987.

What interests do you have?

I love watching ‘the beautiful game’ (although a few years ago I
would have said playing).  Whilst living in the West Midlands I used
to encourage as many people as possible to support the mighty
Mariners (Grimsby Town for those who do not know what I am
talking about).  Funnily enough though I wasn’t able to convince
anyone to join (and possibly double the membership of) the famous
black and white army!  I am also very interested in the gym and
maybe, one day, I’ll decide to go!

And finally

I’ve been back in Grimsby now for two years (having lived in the
West Midlands for eleven years) and I’m looking forward to witnessing
the evidence of the fulfilment of God’s promises to His people in
North-East Lincolnshire.  It’s exciting to see what God is doing here
and it’s a privilege to be called to be a part of it.

It is difficult to condense the
impact of two days with Rachel
into one simple paragraph, her
warmth, humour and vulnerability
touched our hearts, and her
teaching about The Land
challenged our ways of thinking
and speaking about our area.
It was rather akin to having a full
makeover emotionally and
spiritually, and then emerging
affirmed and yet seriously
challenged.

God wants to take the “Grim”
out of Grimsby by:

Looking at the way we think about ourselves. Reminding us that we
are in a spiritual battle where the devil tries to intimidate us and
get us to question our significance, self-worth and purpose. We are
a threat to the enemy, and God intends us to soar like eagles, close
to God, releasing His word.
Making big footprints for change. Making a large footprint in our
area, walking into dislocated places and bringing peace, taking back
what has been taken from us. “Get up the mountain with Me and
I’ll make your feet smell like God. He wants to soak your feet in
sweet-smelling oil.”  Jesus paid the price for Grimsby’s sin – Grimsby
doesn’t have to pay.
Watching the way we speak about where we live. “Our words have
power to a geography – don’t say “I hate it here.” The mouth matters.
Begin to talk  healing words, words of affirmation: start saying the
same thing as God over my life and over the geographical area.

“Imagine what Grimsby would look like filled with the love of
God…..”

Develop a right perspective when you go through tough stuff
v2-3 the testing of your faith develops perseverance
None of us like to go through tough stuff, it would be easier if everything went right first time. Thomas Edison,
the guy who finally invented the light bulb after hundreds of unsuccessful attempts, once said, ‘Failing isn’t
failure until you quit’
(The Message translation) Consider it a sheer gift, when tests and challenges come at you from all sides. You
know that under pressure, your faith-life is forced into the open and shows its true colours. So don't try to get
out of anything prematurely. Let it do its work so you become mature and well-developed, not deficient in any
way.

Develop perseverance
Build up perseverance or dogged determination, (v4) so that we may be mature, not lacking anything.  Having
faith in God, faith in who we are and faith in what we are doing.
I recently received a great email with these words of encouragement, The task ahead of you is never greater
than the power behind you. ‘Be strong in the Lord, and in His mighty Power’ (Eph 6:10)

Develop wisdom
v5 ask & receive. This is a consistent prayer in our Leadership Team meetings; we ask for wisdom. Proverbs
9:10 tells us; The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom. Lawrence Neisent when he visited us earlier this
year, reminded us, (NASB) Prov 14:26; The fear of the Lord is a strong confidence.

Develop a single mind
v6-7 Notice the progression,  ~ wisdom, single-minded ~ James comes back to perseverance again and
emphasises the point by saying, (v8) A double minded man is unstable in all he does.
Smith Wigglesworth the 20th Century Apostle of Faith often declared, God said, I believe it, that settles it.  I
believe this is all about letting, (Col 3:15)  the peace of God rule in your heart.

Develop a healthy understanding to riches
v9-10 (Amplified bible) Let the brother in humble circumstances glory in his elevation [called to true riches
and to be an heir of God., And the rich [person ought to glory] in being humbled [by being shown his human
frailty], because like the flower of the grass he will pass away. Remember much of what we see around us will
pass away but (v17) God is the giver of good (and lasting) gifts

Develop a clean life
.v19-21 get rid of all moral filth and the evil that is so prevalent….. Straight forward, nothing more to add.

Develop an obedient spirit
v22 It’s important for every one of us to occasionally stop, take stock, look in the mirror. And then to do
something about what we see before carrying on!

Develop a right religion
We don’t like that word, we would rather be called Christians but it is our responsibility  (v27) to Look after
orphans & widows and ensure we don’t get polluted

1st November until 18th November are the official dates for the
Grimsby warehouse to begin the exciting task of collecting and

checking thousands of shoeboxes from all over Lincolnshire.

We, my nephew and I (who was my buddy) boarded the Tenacious
at 11.30am on the 24th of august which was moored at Canary
Wharf in London. ( The Tenacious has a crew of able and disabled
people)

As soon as we set foot on the
ship we were part of the crew,
we were shown to our
sleeping quarters so we could
put our stuff in our lockers,
in the eerie you had the heads
(which were the toilets) and
the showers.
After that we went to get

registered and collect our wet gear and safety belt, which you had
to wear at all times at sea to clip yourself to something solid when
necessary.

On the second day we learnt the ships emergency drill, and were put
into our watch groups,

Our watch was Forward port watch
lead by Harry Horman, who had been
on the Tenacious before; it was a day
of learning various drills and safety
on board ship, that evening the
captain came aboard.

On the third day we cast off, went
down the Thames and into the
estuary and out to sea, it began to
get cloudy and the wind and sea got
rough.

We had watches of 4 hours my first watch was 8pm till 12pm that
day I was on the bridge on the helm in a force 7 gale, the helm had
an audio compass, when the captain said steer 247 you listened and
had to keep on that course.

We went across to
Brugge and moored
along side a
warehouse for the
night.

The next day I had my chance to climb the rigging, I was harnessed
up with a rope attached to the harness with some crew holding the
rope, and a member of the permanent crew alongside me this was
called an assisted climb.

I was feeling a bit nervous, when we got nearer to the crows nest
my nerves got the better of me and I was shaking and holding on
very tight John who was the crew member alongside me told me he
was very nervous the first time he went up, and put me at my ease
and I got onto the crows nest.

I thought in our walk with God we
come to a stage where we are
afraid or nervous. Jesus was afraid
when his time came, he knew what
true fear was and went to the cross
for us.

So when we climb our individual
riggings, remember that Jesus is
at our side to protect and guide
and will help us to our own crows
nest.

After Brugge we went to
Scheveningen, staying there for an evening and a day.

On leaving Scheveningen we were in full sail at a speed of 3 knots
for two days it was blue skies and sunshine.

We anchored at Margate Roads anchorage for the night then motored
into West India Dock at 04.30pm on the 3rd of September.
I enjoyed every minute of the voyage and will do it again.
