Shoulder to Shoulder

Zeph 3:91 purify the lips of the peoples, that all of them may call on the name
of the LORD and serve him shoulder to shoulder

The Old Testament priests would carry the Ark of the Covenant using long
poles that would rest on their shoulders. The Ark, representing the presence
of God, was moved only as those priests worked & served together, shoulder
to shoulder.

Lawrence Neisent shared a word with us recently, that we would be entering
aseason of an increased awareness of the presence of God and that this would
go beyond the boundaries of the church. If we consider how the Children of
Israel entered into their promise then perhaps there are some lessons for us
to consider today.

Don't settle on the easy side of the river

It is easy to get settled in what we know, but the east of the river for the
Children of Israel meant wilderness and comparative barrenness compared
to the promise of a fertile land. When the Children of Israel first went into the
desert they mumbled and grumbled a lot, but after a while they got used to
it.

The Ark of the Covenant was with them. When we come together we sense
the presence of God among us.

God was guiding them, (Exd 40:36-38 cloud by day, pillar of fire by night).
We can look back and see that God has led us.

There was supernatural provision (Exd 16:13 Quail & Manna / Exd 17 Water
fromarock/ Deut 29:5 Shoes that didn’t wear out)

They had experienced victory in battle (Exd 17 Joshua fighting the Amalakites
~ Moses up the hill with Aaron & Hur)

We can settle for what we have but | believe God has a greater promise of
harvest that He wants us to cross over into, not only that we get blessed but
that this area is dramatically affected, even transformed. When the Children
of Israel went into Canaan it was dramatically affected and transformed.

A New Era

Josh 1:2 Moses my servant is dead. Now then, you and all these people, get
ready to cross the Jordan River into the land | am about to give to them
Sometimes things have to die before we can move on. There were going to
be some changes for the Children of Israel. Life was going to be different, no
more quail, N0 more manna, no more water out of rocks and no more pillar
of cloud or fire.

What do we know about Joshua?

i. He had aright heart  (Joshua & Caleb ~ Num 32:12 Caleb and Joshua
followed the LORD wholeheartedly )

ii. He was being appointed by God, right there in Josh 1.

iii. He had an ancinting (Deut 34:9 Joshua was filled with the Spirit (of wisdom)
because Moses had laid his hands on him ~Impartation)

To cross over into all that God wants to accomplish through us will need... i.

Be Bold & Courageous

In fact God tells him three times in Joshua 1 (finally v9) Have Inotcommanded
you? Be strong and courageous. Do not be terrified; do not be discouraged, for
the LORD your God will be with you wherever you go.

Courage........ bravery, guts, nerve, valour, daring, audacity,

The challenge to courage is discouragement which robs us of our joy and
undermines our confidence. We get feelings like:

Isitworth it?.... It's never going to happen!  Joshua had been involved with

leadership for a long time. The Children of Israel had been wandering around
for 40yrs. But he had caught a vision when he and the eleven other spies had
been in the land all those years before.

We begin to feel we don't have the resources to do the job. We haven't got
any boats, how are we going to get all these peaple, (men, women & children)
across this river?

The lesson is simple, yet profound: God will give us what we need when we
begin to step out in courageous faith..... God very rarely gives us everything
up front.

Another level faith

Up until now they had been following a pillar of cloud and fire... But now
Josh 3: 1 Early in the morning Joshua and all the Israelites set out from Shittim
and went to the Jordan, where they camped before crossing over. 2 After three
days the officers went throughout the camp, 3 giving orders to the people: When
you see the ark of the covenant of the LORD your God, and the priests, who are
Levites, carrying it, you are to move out from your positions and follow it. 4 Then
you will know which way to go, since you have never been this way before.

Now they were to follow in a new way: the leaders were out in front, the
priests, the ones appointed to carry the Ark shoulder to shoulder. The presence
of the Lord was with them, ....You have never been this way before...

Led by priests standing shoulder to shoulder carrying the ark they had to:

Keep Standing
Josh 3:14-16 Sowhen the people broke camp to cross the Jordan, the priests
carrying the ark of the covenant went ahead of them.

15Now the Jordan isin flood all during harvest. Yet as soon as the priests who
carried the ark reached the Jordan and their feet touched the water's edge,

16 the water from upstream stopped flowing. It piled up ina heap a great
distance away, at a town called Adam in the vicinity of Zarethan, while the
water flowing down to the Sea of the Arabah (the Salt Sea) was completely cut
off. So the people crossed over opposite Jericho.

When we read it quickly we see: the priests step into the water, the water
stopped flowing, the people crossed over. Consider the facts though: the river
was in flood, it was the most difficult time of the years to cross, they stepped
into the water and nothing appeared to happen, because the water stopped
flowing 30 miles upstream and would take time to drain away.

But the moment they took that step of faith together and stood shoulder to
shoulder....... GOD acted on their behalf........ the water stopped flowing ....
They entered into God's promise
