Harvest &  FruitfulnessThere is something about the word abundance that is attractive…
The dictionary defines Abundant as ~ plentiful.  Jesus said (Jn 10:10)  The
thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; I have come that they may have
life, and have it to the full. (NIV).
John 15:1-6.  The progression in this passage is ~ No Fruit ~ Fruit ~ Much
Fruit.  For that progression to happen, means there comes some pruning.
Which position represents where you are today:

No fruit
Fruit
Much fruit  ~ abundance

Maybe today God wants to get you from a ‘no fruit’ position to a ‘much fruit’
position.  Or it maybe, that you do sense some fruitfulness in your life but it’s
not the ‘much fruit’ position. To move forward in that progression invariably
needs some pruning, or removing of things, practices or habits that inhibit
us from experiencing Abundant Living.
God wants the ‘fantastic’, the abundance to be released and seen in our lives
but for that to happen there often needs to be some work done on us.  This
is why the Apostle Paul said to the Roman church  Rom 12:1-2  I urge you,
brothers, in view of God's mercy, to offer your bodies as living sacrifices, holy
and pleasing to God— this is your spiritual act of worship. Do not conform any
longer to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your
mind. Allow God to prune out the pattern of this world.
When I thanked Alun Taylor on Friday morning for giving me a title for my
message he told me a story that he said I could use. He and a friend were
visiting Covent Garden in London. They were students and didn’t have much
money. They came across a cake shop and in the window were strawberry
tarts; they looked amazing. Between them they had just enough money to
buy a tart each. But when they bit into them the cakes had gone off. The
taste of the contents did not match the outside appearance.
So how do we move forward with this progression from ~ no fruit, to fruit,
to much fruit? How do we move forward to this place of abundance, maintain
it and remain attractive for the kingdom? Making sure that what people see
on the outside is representative of who we are on the inside?
READ Psalm 37:1-9
v9  Those who hope in the Lord will inherit the land (Abundance)
Don’t Fret
The definition of Fret ~ To cause to be uneasy
Trust in the Lord
The definition of Trust ~ Firm reliance on the integrity, ability, or character
of a person or thing
Delight yourself in the Lord
The definition of Delight ~ To take great pleasure
Commit your way to the Lord
The definition of Commit ~ To put in trust or charge
Be still before God
The definition of Still ~ Free from disturbance, agitation, or commotion
Don’t fret
Don’t fear what men can do to you
Refrain from anger & turn from wrath
The definition of Refrain ~ To hold oneself back

If the Psalmist is to be believed, then adopting these principles will inevitably
move us to a place of abundance, and being attractive for God’s kingdom.

On April 18th, three Christian brothers were found with multiple
stab wounds, their throats slit and their hands and legs bound, at
Zirve Christian Publishing House’s office in Malatya, a city in eastern
central Turkey. The victims, Necati Aydin, 35, father of 2, and Tilman
Geske, 46, a German married and the father of 4, were found dead
as police stormed into the office, while the third, Ugur Yüksel, was
taken to hospital but later died. Police have arrested four suspects
and a fifth is in hospital having jumped from the window to avoid
arrest.

There has been widespread condemnation of the attack from politicians
and media throughout Turkey. The manner in which the victims were
found suggested the attack could have been the work of a local
Islamic militant group, commentators said, and CNN-Turk television
reported possible involvement of Turkish Hizbullah. This horrific event
has caused agonized soul-searching across the land.

Necati was from a strong Muslim family. When he came to faith in
Jesus, his family rejected him. They did their utmost to dissuade him
from marrying his Christian-background fiancée (and refused to
attend his funeral). He had some time before been arrested and held
near Izmir for distributing Bibles.

Ugur, despite having changed his ID card from Muslim to Christian,
was given an Islamic burial by his family. Tilman was buried in his
beloved Malatya at his widow’s request. Necati was laid to rest in
Izmir in a ceremony attended by hundreds. A wreath of flowers bore
the text, ‘For me to live is Christ and to die is gain’. His widow spoke
of the honour she felt at her husband’s death for the sake of Christ.
Both she and Tilman’s widow said they had forgiven the murderers.
These brothers’ and their widows’ faithful testimony has now been
transmitted all over the world.

Please pray for Christians in Turkey.

Why am I at World Horizons.
For many years I have visited for prayer weeks and
part of prayer month. The nations have always been
special to me, especially difficult and unreached
parts. Prayer also has been very important to me
and W.H. is a Mission with prayer very high on the
agenda. I came to a place where I was free to move
into new things, Sarah’may was finishing University
and staying to teach in London, I was challenged
at a W.H. week in France, applied and was accepted
in Autumn 1998. Instead of joining the ranks of the
retired I moved into a very fulfilling new season.

Why a burden for Australia, New Zealand & South
Pacific?
In the early 1970’s the Lord had given my husband,
Den, and myself a vision for Australia and the
Aboriginal people. For many reasons we had not

been able to move into it, then in 1985 my husband
went to be with the Lord. I was prayed over at that
time for the Lord to fulfil all that he had put into
our hearts.
In January 2001 we prayed for Australia each
morning at our W.H. prayer month. In two weeks it
was clear someone was going back and in the third
week it was clear the Lord was opening up the way
for me.
First of all I built relationships with people in different
parts, taught on prayer and listened to people about
the Aboriginal needs. Then the Lord opened doors
for me to visit Aboriginal Communities. This has
increased and we are now able to support and
encourage people working in the communities as
well as visit the people.
There are so many people of my own generation
that need encouraging to pray for others to be
released into mission up into Asia and beyond. It is
good to work with them, but I have known for some
time there was more. In prayer month this year we
prayed for “W.H. the next 10 yrs”. As we prayed,
the Lord gave me a clear picture of the South Pacific
Field with teams and a field leader. I had the
assurance from the Lord that we could pray this
into being.
Now I am seeing the Lord opening up places to go
and pray and call on the Lord for teams, especially
of indigenous people, to accept the Lord and go to
the places that we are not able to go.

What I like to do in my free time.
I love being out in the countryside, nature is beautiful
and Wales is beautiful. Also I make jewellery, it is
very relaxing. I knit baby coats for orphanages in
third world countries and know all the good coffee
shops around the UK.
